Desk tidy project 

Situation

Your friend’s birthday is coming up soon and you don’t have much money to buy them a present with. You have noticed that their desk in their bedroom is a terrible mess; they have pens, pencils and rulers everywhere. You have decided to make them a desk tidy using the design and technology workshop. 

Design brief

Design and make a desk tidy for your friend. The desk tidy must have a theme relating to your friends interests and hobbies. You will have five pieces of softwood to make your desk tidy plus extra material for small shelves, decoration and for making compartments. You will finish your desk tidy using paint or stain. Your desk tidy should hold at least 12 pens or pencils, a pencil sharpener a ruler and a rubber. 

Materials

You will make your desk tidy using a finger joint. The materials you will have are: -


· 4 softwood side sections that are 90 mm x 70 mm x 9mm 

· 1 softwood base piece that is  120mm x 120mm x 12mm

· And 4 small softwood dowel feet Specification
Specification

1.) You will make a desk tidy to hold Pens, pencils, rubbers, etc.

2.) You will make your desk tidy out of pine which is a softwood. 

3.) You will get more marks if you make compartments for your pens, pencils, rulers, etc.

4.) The theme of your desk tidy will be based on your client. 

5.) You will finish your desk tidy with paints and stain.

6.) To ensure your desk tidy is safe it should have no sharp edges. 

7.) You will use the pillar drill to make holes in my desk tidy.

8.) You will use a steel rule and tri square to mark out my finger joints.

9.) It should be colourful and fun.
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
