Box project 

Brief


Design and make a container with a lid and carrying handle to contain specific items, e.g. tools, jewellery, fishing tackle, pen and pencils, sandwiches, CD’s, games, or any other items that you think it would be suitable for. The finish and decoration of the box should reflect what the cox contains. You should design the box for a client of your own choice. The box must contain internal compartments. 

Materials
 

The carcass of the box is to be made of 10mm softwood, and the top and bottom of 3mm plywood. 

Analysis (consider and answer the questions below):-

1) What is the container to hold?

2) How will this affect: 
a) The shape of the box? b) Whether internal divisions are needed; if so what shapes and sizes will you have a secret compartment? c) The lid and how it should open?

3) What shape and position of the handle are required?

4) How will the lid be fastened?

5) How will the frame be joined?

6) How will the box be finished? Painted, varnished, felt, stuck on beads or other items? 

Approach / Techniques (consider and answer the questions below):-

1) Carefully consider the size and shape of the items to be held.

2) Make sketches to show how you would like the items to be arranged in the box, considering security of packaging and convenience for sorting and taking out objects. 

3) Make a drawing showing the shape and dimensions of the box that suit your design, including the internal divisions and the way the lid will open.

4) Show clearly how the jointing is to be done use extra sketches if necessary.

5) Prepare a cutting list of materials.
